     I heard confessions in a neighboring church last week and I under-

stand how mercy with the goal of freedom is important when giving 

council.  The Holy Father recognizes that reform of certain structures 

and processes of the Church is necessary if the Gospel is to be pro-

claimed clearly.  Just so must each of us examine ourselves and seek 

to reform those thought patterns and behaviors that may have been 

effective in the past but are now anti-Gospel, anti-life, and anti-

community.
