den is unemployed. An estimated 58,000 working New Jerseyans 

earn less than minimum wage. 

     We pray during this week of the 40 Days of Francis for those 

who struggle to find employment in the Diocese of Camden. Often, 

unemployment or underemployment forces families to make impos-

sible decisions between paying bills, utilities or rent, and buying 

food.
