     Beloved, soon St. Josephine Bakhita Parish will merge into Sacred 
Heart Parish, Camden. 
 

     Both St. Bartholomew and St. Joan of Arc churches will remain 
open with their usual Mass schedule for now.  More information will 
follow.  Beginning August 7th all checks should be made out to Sa-
cred Heart Parish, Camden and not to St. Josephine Bakhita parish, 
which will no longer exist.   
 

     As is stated in the Decree of Merger, both Fr. Michael Doyle and 
myself will pastor Sacred Heart Parish.  The members of Sacred Heart 
have been strong advocates for the people of Camden and for ra-
cial justice.  This past Tuesday, the leaders from both parishes gath-
ered to meet, eat and talk.  It was a good gathering to help us face to-
gether our heartache and our hope.  There was a positive spirit in the 
room, and I believe it was the Holy Spirit. 
 

     I invite you to see this merger as God's answer to Sacred 
Heart's 'prayer for Camden' and our prayer that God would 'enlarge 
our territory.' 
 

     It may be hard to see with eyes wet with tears, hearts broken and 
hands clenched, but both Fr. Augustus Tolton and Sr. Thea Bowman 
would not let anybody turn them around and even Joan of Arc and 
Josephine Bakhita prayed for those in authority who spitefully abused 
them.

     The St. John of God Community Services Special Needs Faith 
Formation Program is a program designed specifically for children or 
adults with disabilities and serves families within the Camden Dio-
cese.  The program aims at preparing these individuals to receive the 
sacraments, as well as attend post sacrament classes, such as Scrip-
ture study, arts and crafts, and the bell choir.  There is also an out-
reach program for families.  The program is offered in our school/
center in Westville Grove, NJ.  Classes are held on Saturdays from 
10:00-11:00 a.m.  Home-based instruction is also available for chil-
dren and adults who are unable to attend in the school setting due to 
medical frailty.   
     St. John of God Community Services is currently accepting regis-
trations for the 2017-2018 school year. The program classes run from 
September thru May.
